SUBJECT: Additional US$50 million grant for polio eradication

This afternoon at the International Assembly, we had the pleasure of announcing that the Challenge has sur-
passed the US$200 million mark and has raised US$202.6 million as of 17 January 2011.

In addition Jeff Raikes, Chief Executive Officer of The Bill & Melinda Gates Foundation was at the Assem-

bly and announced that the Gates Foundation has awarded The Rotary Foundation an additional US$50 mil-

lion grant for polio eradication. The new $50 million grant from the Gates Foundation is not a challenge
grant ; it results from Rotary’s early achievemen
funding support for the Global Polio Eradication Initiative. We are aware that there may be many questions
concerning the additional grant from the Gates Foundation so to help answer many of these questions a Fact

Sheet has been prepared. Please feel free to share the Fact Sheet with your fellow Rotarians.

We know that many districts and clubs supported The Challenge through fundraisers in their community; we
would encourage you to share this press release with your local media. You may want to personalize the
press release to include information on fundraisers and other polio related activities in your area.

We must remember, however, that this achievement is just one more milestone in our journey to eradicate
polio. Most importantly, our ultimate goal is the certification of the eradication of polio. Rotarians are con-
tinuing to raise funds for the challenge, which officially concludes on 30 June 2012, and as Rotary leaders,
we should encourage their continued involvement. We are confident that we will far exceed our $200 million
goal, just as Rotarians have done in all previous campaigns.

Thank you for all you have done and will continue to do to help us reach our ultimate goal, the certification
of polio eradication. Together we will End Polio Now.

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Rotary Clubs Worldwide Meet US$200 Million
Fundraising Challenge For Polio Eradication

Despite a stagnant global economy, Rotary clubs around the world have succeeded in raising more than
US$200 million in new funding for polio eradication.

The fundraising milestone, announced today at R

Since 1988, the incidence of polio has plummeted by more than 99 percent, from about 350,000 infections an-
nually to fewer than 650 cases reported so far for 2011. The wild poliovirus now remains endemic — meaning
its transmission has never been stopped — in only four countries: Afghanistan, India, Nigeria, and Pakistan.
However, India on January 13 marked a full calendar year without a case, paving the way for its removal from
the endemic list.

But other countries also remain at risk for polio cases imported from the endemic countries. In Africa in 2011,
Chad and the Democratic Republic of the Congo had significant outbreaks. Also in 2011, a small cluster of po-
lio cases in China, which had been polio-free for a decade, was attributable to a virus from Pakistan.

Rotary members not only reached into their own pockets to support the Gates challenge, but engaged their com-
munities in a variety of creative fundraising projects, such as a fashion show in California that raised $52,000;
benefit film screenings in New Zealand and Australia that netted $54,000; and a pledge-supported hike through
Kilimanjaro, Tanzania, that brought in $38,000. Many events were planned around October 24, widely ob-
served as World Polio Day.

To date, Rotary club members worldwide have contributed more than $1 billion toward the eradication of polio,
a cause Rotary took on in 1985. In 1988, the World Health Organization, UNICEF and the U.S. Centers for
Disease Control and Prevention joined Rotary as spearheading partners of the Global Polio Eradication Initia-
tive. More recently, the Gates Foundation has become a major supporter. In 2007, the Gates Foundation gave
Rotary a $100 million challenge grant for polio eradication, increasing it to $355 million in 2009. Rotary agreed
to raise $200 million in matching funds by June 30, 2012.

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Rotary Celebrates India’s First Polio-Free Year,
But Cautions The Job Is Not Yet Finished

EVANSTON, Ill. (Jan. 13, 2012) — Rotary members worldwide are cautiously celebrating a major milestone in
the global effort to eradicate the crippling disease polio: India, until recently an epicenter of the wild poliovirus,
has gone a full calendar year without recording a new case.

Leaders of the humanitarian service organization see the Jan. 13 milestone as a testament to the determination of
its international membership of 1.2 million — and especially the 116,000-plus Rotarians of India — to eradicate the
infectious disease through the mass immunization of children, a goal Rotary took on 27 years ago.

If all ongoing testing for polio cases through Jan. 13 continues to yield negative results, India will be declared by
the World Health Organization to have interrupted transmission of indigenous wild poliovirus, laying the ground-
work for its removal from the polio-endemic countries list which it now shares with Afghanistan, Pakistan, and
Nigeria. However, other countries remain at risk for cases imported from the endemic countries, which is why im-
munizations in India and other endemic and at-risk countries must continue. Neighboring Pakistan, which has re-

ported 181 cases so far for 20 1-free statussin2811, mpoliooutbreak hr e a t

in China, polio-free for a decade, was traced genetically to Pakistan.

Rotary launched its polio eradication program in 1985 and in 1988 became a spearheading partner in the Global
Polio Eradication Initiative, with the World Health Organization, UNICEF, and the U.S. Centers for Disease Con-
trol and Prevention. Since then, the incidence of polio has plummeted by more than 99 percent, from more than
350,000 cases a year to only 604 reported so far for 2011. The 12-month milestone in India — where the last re-
ported case was a two-year-old girl in West Bengal on Jan. 13, 2011 -- continues the progress of 2010, when the
country recorded only 42 polio cases out of 1,352 worldwide.

In addition to raising awareness and advocating within the public and private sectors on behalf of the cause, Rotary
members to date have contributed more $1 billion in support of polio eradication. Indian Rotary members have
raised more than $11.6 million. Rotary members now are closing in on a $200 million fundraising milestone in
response to a $355 million challenge grant from the Bill & Melinda Gates Foundation, which has identified polio
eradication as one of its top priorities.

Rotary is a global humanitarian organization with more than 1.2 million members in 34,000 Rotary clubs in over
200 countries and geographical areas. Rotary members are men and women who are business, professional and
community leaders with a shared commitment to make the world a better place through humanitarian service.

The Rotary Club of the Stroudsburgs, created in 1922, in the past five years raised and distributed

more than $145,000 in grants and scholarships to 30 different organizations in the Poconos. During the

same period the club sent more than $100,000 for Rotary International projects overseas, for projects
ranging from the eradication of polio worl dwide
The club annually awards four college scholarships to Monroe County students at East Stroudsburg

University, awards four other scholarships to high school seniors from Monroe County, and conducts

an essay contest, with $875 in awards, annually. The amount distributed to Monroe County students

annually is $5,875.

The goal this year and every year is to help more organizations and more individuals with more
money, whenever it will make a positive change.
